Open Issues:

Sports Sale Update: The sale profit includes raffle of free registration for youth football, softball, basketball and baseball as well as bake sale proceeds. The leftover equipment is being held in storage to sell at another event. We need to consider the timing of future collections/sales.

Annual Award Update: We are still arranging for a speaker. We are awaiting checks from 13 sponsors. We will be sponsor one award. Nancy will send out an email asking for help that evening with either goodies or set-up/clean-up.

Electronic Collection Update: The truck will have 2 guys to help load the items, but we will need volunteers to collect money, bring items from cars to the truck, and to help pick-up items from persons unable to bring them that day. The flyer has gone home from each school, has been advertised on cable, WATD and flyers were distributed at town meeting and town elections. The fire dept. has ID day. Can trucks be parked at the gas station?

Calendar Update: 42 sold so far. After 53 the remainder is profit. They’re bundled in groups of 10 for people to sign-out.

May Elections: Joan presented the typed ballot. There was one change, which all agreed to write in Lori Perry as running for fund raising coordinator and not as a general member. We could earn money through table sponsors, 50-50 split on each game with 25 games/hour and we could possibly obtain a liquor license for one night. Gary will set up a sub-committee. The event will be held on July 30th. We will place on hold a mini-golf tournament until the fall or spring due to other upcoming events. Rick will allow us to use the golf course for free as well.

Next Meeting: The next meeting is June 16th. There is a conflict so it will be rescheduled for Monday, June 15th at 7 p.m.

Other: Wally presented the idea of pursuing the parking lot across from Dunkin Donuts and by Saparito’s. He will look into them and get back to us. Peter held off on presenting information on Hingham Institute’s Parking Lot on Sundays.

Meadow Muffin: Nancy has obtained the information from Ed Burke regarding the previous meadow muffin fundraiser. We could sell 2500 deeds for $20 and if all are sold we will earn 45,000 after expenses. All were in favor of moving forward with this fundraiser on August 8th.
