Treasurer’s Report: Nancy presented the treasury report with balances for assorted events.

Funding Request: The Friends of Hull Drama have requested $5,000 to help pay for the stipends needed to start up the program for next year. They spoke of their current fundraising efforts. After discussion the item was tabled until the next meeting when we would have a better understanding of the student activity accounts and if drama will have a student fee next year.

Open Issues:

1. Scholarships: presented to Rebecca Bender, Tori Lam & Courtney Schaffer this year.

2. Annual Awards: We have 10 outstanding: 5 on way, 2 next month, and 3 can’t reach. Anna presented the idea of students purchasing their jacket freshman year or later and then earning the letter & pin to place on it.

3. Electronics Collection Update: We cleared almost $2,000. The organization said they would come as much as we wanted but reported that the first time you do it you get the most as folks clear out their basements and after that your collections tend to be slightly lower. They recommended once per year.

4. Calendar Update: 49 have been turned in so far; once we sell 53 the rest will be profit. Calendars are available for people to sign out

5. HYFA Carnival: We will have a money wheel & dunk tank, which we will need to rent. Peter is coordinating the dunk tank & Lori volunteered to coordinate volunteers for the money wheel. An email will go out asking for volunteers.

6. Fascination Night: Gary is coordinating the event and has volunteers looking for table sponsors. He is going to the board of selectman asking for a 1-night liquor license for beer and wine.

7. Meadow Muffin: Nancy is busy copying and distributing deeds. If we sell all 2500 we will make $45,000 profit. The event will be on August 22, 2009.

8. Comedy Night: Denise is heading the sub-committee for this event. They are looking into the Red Parrot or Hull Yacht Club and have heard of 2 potential sources for comedians
