Treasurer’s Report: Donna presented the balances from different events as well as a total. Joanne requested to see the actual invoices from Rockland Athletics as she negotiated discounted prices that may not be reflected on the invoices and she would speak to her contact.

Funding Request: The Friends of Hull Drama reduced their request to $1,000. A motion was made and passed to fund this reduced figure.

Town accountant donation explanations: from our previous meeting requests for information- the balance in the current drama student activity account cannot be used to pay stipends. Donations if specified on the memo line has to be used for that specific item if not, the donor will be asked if they want their donation back, if it can be used for another source, or roll it to the next year. Donations cannot specify a particular coach or teacher. Stipend positions are contractual and cannot switch to volunteer. There are still not specifics available on student fees.

2. Carnival Update: We made approximately $1450 profit at the carnival despite the bad weather- the dunk tank making most of the money.
