Funding Request: Mr. Fuller is asking Boosters (and PTO) for $935 to donate half of the bus cost for the AP English Class to go to 6 Huntington Theatre Productions this year. The students are being asked to pay $20. After much discussion it was voted to give $555 and to recommend increasing the student fee to $30.

· Calendar and Meadow Muffin final Update: Calendar sales totaled 227 with over $3000 profit. 1210 Meadow Muffin deeds were sold. We do need to pay taxes on the purchase price of the deeds sold, but do not need to collect taxes from the winners.
· Country Fair/Softball Tournament: Peter reported that both events went well and made over $2000 profit between the 2 events.
