Treasurer’s Report: Donna reported an approximate up-to date balance to date.

Open Business:

1. Joanne reported that Barrett’s was happy with our 34 volunteers and would like to plan for us to return next year.

2. Field/Gym Advertising: Debbie reports that the ad prices have been set and she is out asking businesses with limited success due to economy and timing of field sales. She is going to focus on sales for basketball season as persons enter the school/gym area and also asked anyone who could help solicit businesses to contact her.
3. Nancy reports that there have been quite a few calls about tickets but she has 45 sold. Compared to previous years, she is hoping for 100. The event will be held at the Red Parrot on November 20th.
4. Texas Hold’em will be held on November 21st at the Red Parrot. We reviewed the state laws regarding gambling events. Nancy will purchase gift cards to hand out for prizes. Gary will get the police detail. Donna will follow up with filing taxes after the event.
5. Bowling for Boosters: Bob S., Peter & Greg G. are planning for a fundraiser to be held on January 10th at South Shore Country Club. Sponsors will be sought for each pin knocked down. 
6. The HRA members asked if the Boosters would like to solicit donations at the Thanksgiving bonfire. We voted no. Nancy is emailing the HRA members to see if we can post the thermometer without having to wait for the next meeting for approval.

7. Corporate Request Update: New Balance gave us $250 as a corporate match but it is unclear what donation they are matching. We are still waiting for responses from Verizon, Coke and Building 19.

8. Tabled Budget Strategy Review Update.

New Business:

1. Thanksgiving ticket prices are $7 for adults, $5 children with no advance sales. Nancy has sent a letter to Dunkin Donuts asking for another donation. We reviewed food price list and 50/50 prices.
2. Joan offered to run a seasonal sport sale to sell off the ice skates and ski equipment in either December or January during youth basketball games at the High School. Anna & AnnMarie reported the game dates will be posted shortly on HullBasketball.com
3. We voted no to hosting an Athena’s By Dena party. Nancy will inform them that previously other vendors would host a party, boosters would advertise it to our members then a portion of proceeds would be donated back.
4. Other Business: Mr. Hajar of Harbor Express wrote to Nancy offering to run a fundraiser for the Boosters. After a brief discussion, we decided to look into a whale watch for next year. Another person contacted Nancy about homemade candy sales; we said no to continue our own sales as is. Anna asked about participating in the Holiday Showcase this year to sell clothing. We voted to table the decision for an email vote once Nancy got details from Geri Calos.
