Treasurer’s Report: Nancy presented an approximate balance.

Funding Request(s): None

Open Issues:
1. By-Law Update: The vote that occurred in our March meeting was invalid. The proper process is to post any by-law amendments 2 weeks prior to the vote to change it. The Executive Board met twice during the past month. The board and Athletic Director decided not to pursue an amendment. We will increase our fundraising efforts to help fund some of the operational expenses for the sports program.

2. Winter Awards Update: The event went well, but was poorly attended. People spoke of options to increase attendance in the future.

3. Sports Sale Update: Lori reported we currently have 2 bins full of donations. She is working on the signs.

4. Electronic Collection: A flier was submitted for approval to advertise the event.

5. May Elections Update: Joan reported who had expressed interest: incumbents for officers and members plus Gary Twombly, Lori Perry, John Johnson, and Greg Grey for member seats.

6. Annual Award Letters: The letters to trophy sponsors was mailed on March 25th with an RSVP date of 4/24.

7. Fundraising Calendar: A draft for a calendar drawing was submitted. Changes were made & approved. We will begin selling them at town meeting and Election Day.

8. TeamOps: has asked non-profit’s opinion on paying the volunteers directly versus paying the organization. This would be a concern for our volunteers.

New Business:

1. Boosters Membership Dues: A suggestion was made to charge dues like the PTO. It’s in our by-laws. It creates a member list, which would give the members voting rights at the annual meeting, monthly emails regarding meeting agendas and minutes, and a solid volunteer list. It would also clarify a member when nominations are made for officer positions. A motion was made and passed to begin charging $10 at the May annual meeting.

2. Booster Scholarships: After discussion it was decided to add to the criteria “respectable behavior in the school and its activities.”  A motion was made and passed to reduce the number of scholarships funded to 3: 2 named (Joe Sullivan and Joe Menice) and one general. A motion was made and passed that we would like to review the names of eligible recipients prior to the final selection to ensure that the candidates did meet our criteria with the final decision made by the scholarship committee.

3. Other business: An idea was presented to request permission to sell water and snacks at the town meeting. Joan will seek permission for that and the calendar sales.

4. Next Meeting: May 21st at 7 p.m. in the Exhibition Room. Annual elections will take place.
