Jack of Spades House Rules
1. A new deck of cards for each game started.

2. Cards will be placed into security envelopes and sealed.

3. In a public location, the full deck of 52 cards and 2 Jokers, are to be placed in sealed envelopes.  Two of the subcommittee members will sign the back of each envelope.  All envelopes then will be mixed up, and then they will be numbered 1 to 54.

4. Envelopes will be numbered and locked in a lockbox.  The numbers available will be posted and only key holders will have access to the lockbox.

5. The key holders of the lockbox are members of Hull Boosters Jack of Spades subcommittee.

6. Tickets will be sold for $1.00 each.

7. You must be 18 years or older to purchase tickets and you must be 18 years or older to claim prizes.
8. *Tickets will be available at the Nantasket Pharmacy Sundays through Fridays, Barefoot Bobs Sundays through Saturdays, Sunshine Pet Parlor Mondays through Fridays, and at Schooners Saturday to Saturday up until 30 minutes before the drawing.  Raffle tickets will also be sold at Hull Booster events and at Hull High School Games.
9. *Drawing will be held each Saturday @ Schooners starting May 28th, 2011 and the raffle will end June 26th, 2012  (excluding December 24th  & December 31st, ) (54 weeks).  If the location for the drawing is changed it will be posted on the Hull Boosters website. (Hullboosters.org)
10. The purchaser holding the winning ticket will pick a card from the board.

11. To win the pot, you must pull the Jack of Spades.

12. If the Jack of Spades is not drawn, the pot rolls over to the next week.
13. The pot will continue to build until the Jack of Spades is drawn, this could take up to 54 weeks.

14. If you are not going to be present at the drawing, you must declare an envelope number, by writing your number on your ticket stub.  If you do not write a number on your ticket stub, a Hull Booster member will draw your envelope. Winners will receive the same percentage of jackpot regardless of whether they are present.

15. If the winning ticket holder picks the Jack of Spades, they will receive 70%* of the pot.  The Hull Boosters will get the other 30%*. *Prior to the distribution of the prize, the Hull Boosters will deduct 5% of the gross proceeds, in accordance with Massachusetts state law.  The 5% tax withheld represents an excise tax payable to the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, State Lottery Commission.
16. The prize (pot) is considered ordinary income per the Internal Revenue Code.  The Hull Boosters will withhold federal and Massachusetts income taxes from the prize, when applicable.  The recipient of the prize must provide proper identification and information for tax purposes.  All tickets and monies will be accounted for by the Hull Boosters in accordance with M.G.L c.271 section7A and 940CRM 12.00.  Additionally the organization will follow the rulings / guidelines published by the Attorney General’s office.
17. If your ticket is drawn and you draw the pay card, you will receive the pay card prize and the prize for that stage ticket drawing.  Example. $25.00 for getting your ticket drawn + $50.00 for the Joker = $75.00 (stage 1)  (Stage prize $$ and pay card list are posted on the Hull Boosters website)
18. Weekly prize money will be taken out of the 70% jackpot.

19. *Ticket sales @ the site of the drawing are available Saturday @ 9:45 pm. For the next weeks drawing.
20. *Ticket sales @ the site of the drawing will end Saturday @ 9:00 pm.

21. *Drawings will be held Saturday nights at 9:30 pm.

22. After the drawing at all tickets will be discarded.

23. In case of emergency, if the raffle cannot be held at the designated time, the raffle will be held at the first available date following the normal date of the drawing.
24. * Owners of Sunshine Pet Parlor, any suppliers for the raffle, Hull Booster Jack of Spades subcommittee members and their immediate family, Hull Boosters Treasurer and Hull Boosters President are not eligible to purchase raffle tickets for the Jack of Spades drawing.

25. Tickets cannot be mailed.

26. *The Hull Boosters website Hullboosters.org will be updated biweekly on Thursdays and Sundays.
